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A New Strategy on Multilinqualism

The Bureau of the EFAy wrote to the members, substitute members and observers of the European
Parliament's CULT Committee on Culture and Education in September 2006, asking them to support the
New Framework Strategy on Multilingualism.

The Framework Strategy, for which EFA MEP Mr. Bernat Joan i Mari is the Rapporteur, aims to achieve
linguistic equality for EU citizens through the protection and promotion of Europe’s lesser-used languages.
The Strategy will be presented to the CULT Committee on the 9t October and discussed further at a later
date in a plenary session.

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The President of the EFAy, Lander de Bilbao, wrote to the Ukrainian Embassies in Brussels, London and
Madrid following up on information received by the Independent Youth Association of Human Rights -
Ukraine (IYAHR) about the corruption of a local Government official in

the Cherkassy region of the Ukraine.

Tackling Corruption in the Ukraine

The IYAHR, who are ‘Friends’ of the EFAy, are concerned that Leonid Lukienko, who is being investigated
for corruption charges over the embezzlement of government allocated funds, would use his influence to
escape prosecution. It is believed that Lukienko has siphoned off an amount equivalent to 460, 000 Euros
of public money over the last two years. The IYAHR campaigns against corruption and human rights
abuses throughout the Ukraine.

In addition, Eva Bidania (EFAy coordinator) also contacted government authorities in the Basque Country
to raise concerns.

European Youth Forum Invite

In September the EFAy was formally invited to attend the next General Assembly of the European Youth
Forum (EYF) to present its case for membership.

The invite follows a lengthy dialogue between the EFAy and the EYF that included a visit to the EFAy
Offices in August 2006 by EYF representatives. The EFAy applied for EYF membership in 2005, but the
application process takes at least a year. The GA will also provide an opportunity for the EFAy to distribute
promotional material and information to existing EYF members.

The GA will take place in Vilinius, Lithuania on the 9t to 11t November 2006.

EFAy Bureau Meeting

The next Bureau meeting of the EFAy will now be held in Brussels on Novermber 4th 2006 and not in
Andalucia as discussed previously.

Among other things, next General Assembly, the membership in the Youth Forum, Commission Grant, and
EFAY's main activities and future will be discussed.

Alsace: RPS/EFA Summer University

Une université enrichissante,
un congrés de la marche en avant vers 2007

L'UNIVERSITE

Que c'est loin I'Alsace pour tous les autres peuples de France ! Et pourtant, tous les délégués étaient
présents pour cet événement auquel nous sommes accoutumés en fin d’été, tous les ans. L’Union du
Peuple Alsacien (UPA) et Fer’'s Elsass (mouvement de jeunes alsaciens) recevaient les autres partis
membres ou observateurs de R&PS a Mulhouse les 28-29 et 30 aolt. Daniel Wilmé, cheville ouvriére et
président de I'UPA, ouvrait ces journées en regrettant la frilosité des hommes politiques alsaciens qui
avaient répondu a l'invitation et qui se sont défilés au dernier moment ou sont, pour certain(e)s, venus a
titre personnel. Pas de compromissions avec les autonomistes en période pré-électorale !

Aprés un mot de Gustave Alirol, président de Régions et Peuples Solidaires, I'université commenga ses
travaux et se consacra a trois themes : « Quelle place pour les minorités (peuples) nationales dans
Ihistoire de France ? », « Entre fédéralisme allemand et centralisme frangais : les spécificités de la région
Alsace » et « Nuage de Tchernobyl : entre choix énergétique et santé publique ».

Nous reviendrons plus en détail sur le contenu de cette université qui fut passionnante avec des
intervenants qualifiés et de haut niveau, citons en bref : Jordi Labouysse - historien, Masin Ferkal —
président de Tamazgha, Eric Sander — directeur de I'Institut de droit local, Yann Wehrling — secrétaire
national des Verts, et bien d’autres encore... Il faut encore ajouter que, comme l'année derniere, une
matinée était consacrée a I'ALE et nos députés européens sont venus nous parler de « L'utilisation des
langues régionales et minoritaires dans 'Union européenne : possibilités et limites » avec Nelly Maes -
présidente, Maité Puigdevall i Serralvo — université de Cardiff. Enfin, pour terminer, 'ALE Jeunes avec Eva
Mendoza - ancienne co-ordinatrice, en I'absence du président actuel retenu, nous parla des « Jeunes et
(de)lautonomisme en Europe ». Pour sa part, Jean-Georges Trouillet — secrétaire général de Fer’s Elsass,
captiva l'auditoire avec la déclinaison du concept de « culturel engagé » qui doit agir sur le quotidien des
citoyens, a travers une brillante intervention, pleine d’humour et d’auto-dérision : « L’humour est une arme
de destruction massive qui ne tue personne ! ». Il fit a I'assistance une démonstration de ce que devrait
étre un mouvement culturel plus engagé dans le soutien des politiques autonomistes identitaires, sans
toutefois entrer dans la querelle politicienne. Un exemple a suivre et a diffuser pour tous. Nous reviendrons
sur cette association de jeunes actifs sur le terrain.

LE CONGRES
Etant donné l'actualité politique et la période pré-électorale, il fallait entériner le travail fait par le Conseil
fédéral depuis I'année derniére et voir si le mandat donné par 'assemblée générale avait été respecteé.
Un consensus sur les motions diverses :
De nombreuses motions furent déposées sur l'actualité. Une présentation bréve permit de faire le
consensus sur la plupart d’entres-elles :

« Conventions de I'Unesco en faveur de la diversité culturelle et linguistique : la France doit respecter

et mettre en ceuvre ses engagements ».

« Pour la Paix et la normalisation politique en Pays basque ».

« 20 ans apres Tchernobyl, R&PS dénonce le traitement politique et la gestion des conséquences ».

« Fermeture et démantélement immédiat de la centrale nucléaire de Fessenheim ».
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« Reconduction de la convention Etat —
Région en matiére d'enseignement
bilingue ».

Une motion concernant les derniers
évenements du Liban est remise entre
les mains du Conseil fédéral qui
tranchera aprés discussion, le sujet
étant trop grave pour étre traité a la va-
vite. R&PS avait de toute fagon fait un
communiqué en son temps.

L’avenir et le nouveau mandat

Les grandes lignes retenues pour la poursuite des relations recouvrent des domaines plus précis encore et
concernent la relance de la régionalisation a travers des réformes institutionnelles, les questions corses et
basques, la révision de la Constitution ou une nouvelle avec I'abrogation de I'article 2, la ratification de la
Charte européenne et la mise en place des mesures permettant 'application de la charte de I'Unesco
signée par la France.

La Fédération R&PS a fait le choix d’avoir des relations directes avec les partis de gauche, indépendante
des Verts pour ne pas rester dans leur valise et les laisser défendre (bien ou mal ?) a notre place nos
revendications. Mais elle reste loyale avec eux et, comme avec eux, n'est pas dupe des motivations du
Parti Socialiste a ouvrir des négociations en ces temps d’élections. Il y aura aussi certainement des
accords électoraux, en tout cas des demandes qui aboutiront ou pas.

Il n'y aura pas de chéque en blanc signé par R&PS, la conduite de la
fédération s’appuiera sur la réalité, exclusivement. Elle présentera ses candidats aux élections |égislatives,
en partenariat avec les Verts avec des accords électoraux de non-agression et de soutiens formels
réciproques sur des candidats communs. Tout ceci sera finalisé dans les mois qui viennent, le reste... c'est
encore des veeux pieux. Les choses avancent clairement sur des sujets non sensibles, mais les Jacobins
veillent ! De toute fagon, comme nous disons, les Occitans : « La fe sens dbras morta es ! ». Et ¢ca tombe
bien puisque justement, c’est a I'Occitanie de recevoir I'année prochaine et de préparer I'université et le
congrés. Ou ? Que les candidats se fassent connaitre !

Bulgaria eta Errumania EBeko kide?
(Euskara)

2007.eko Urtarrilak 1ean Bulgaria eta Errumania Europar Batasuneko kide izango dira. Europar Komisioak
pasa den Urriaren 26an hartu zuen erabakia da.

Izatez, honako hau 0so aurrera pausu interesgarria eta positiboa litzateke bi estau hauek giza eskubideak,
bere orokortasunean, baina zehazki gutxiengo nazionalen eta linguistikoen eskubideak zapaltzen adituak
izango ez balira.

Mila dira erabaki hau kolokan jarri dezaketen argudioak, gehienek arrazoi ekonomikoetan jartzen dute
kezka (komunismoak utzitako jaraunspenen inguruko kritikak, korrupzioa, etab.) baina hauetaz aparte
badago beste puntu beltz bat non bi estatu hauen demokrazi falta nabaria geratzen den: giza eskubideen
eta gutxiengoekiko errespetu eza, alegia.

Europa demokratiko bat eraiki nahi badugu, non pertsona ororen eskubideak errespetatzen diren, minimo
batzuk exigitu eta bermatu behar dira, eta honetan, bai batak bai besteak galera guztiak eta jarrera
onartezinak mantentzen dituzte.

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1st January Bulgaria and Rumania will become EU members. This decision would be positive if the
minimum criteria for accession, such as the ones relating to human rights and minority rights are
guaranteed, but both countries are far from this stage.

It's sad that these countries will access the EU even though they don't fill these crucial criteria. But it is
even more sad to see that the EU institutions accept their accession with no guarantee for the defence of
Human and minority rights. It's painful to see how the EU looks the other way when lack of democracy and
non respect for human rights are so obvious.

The EFAY Bureau thinks that neither Rumania nor Bulgaria should be members of the EU until they
demonstrate a change of behaviour towards their minority groups. If we want to build a democratic Europe
where respect among people (and respect for Human Rights) is of high value, thenthe EU decision
in accepting Bulgaria and Romania at this stage is unacceptable.
